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Public Works: Street Department

A concrete alley approach on “A” Street between 10th and 11th Streets was re-
placed this week. Next week the one on “C” Street is scheduled to be replaced.

Public Works: Community Service

A fallen tree was found to be blocking a portion of the Powder River and creat-
ing a hazard for summertime floaters. Here, Blain goes “all-in” to attach a ca-
ble to the trunk of the tree so it could be pulled from the river.

Public Works: Mountain Pipeline Project

Excellent progress continues to be made on the Elk Creek to Salmon Creek Pipeline project. A hy-
draulic rock breaker has been very successful to help widen the surface of

the pipeline road.

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Public Works: Water Department

Two new 1” water services were installed this week for the new duplex on
10th Street, which is currently under construction. Here, Nate is using
caution tape to prevent vehicles and pedestrians from entering the area.

A new water service was also installed on Reservoir
Road where a new house is planned to be constructed.
There were several buried utilities which complicated
the installation work.

On “H” Street recently, either an artisan spring surfaced or an under-
ground water pipe began to leak.

Upon using the Vactor truck to hydro-
excavate the area, it was determined that the
service line lying between the street curb and
the water meter consisted of old galvanized
piping whose lifespan had expired.

It was a very difficult repair because the
water spraying from the pipe was over
80 psi pressure. Water main line valves
were partially closed to reduce pressure,
but it didn’t help much.

Finally, the “corp stop” valve in the
street had to be excavated and turned off
to complete the repair.

Craig used a water meter key to turn off the corp
stop valve.

Blain ran the Vactor truck to use the suction boom.
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Public Works: Wastewater Department continued

Two new service lines were installed on
10th Street Tuesday for a new duplex
which is under construction.

A new wastewater lateral was installed
Thursday on Reservoir Road. The chip
sealed road surface was saw cut, the 9’
deep wastewater main line was ex-
posed, and an inserta-tee was then
used for the new construction.

Additional work was performed on the 6” terra cotta pipe that was discovered
last week. The pipe runs through backyards all the way to 3rd Street.

Karl cut out the top of the pipe in the new manhole to allow access.

The line was cleaned and several
roots were removed.

Next, the crew attempted to video-inspect the line. The
line was found to be in less than perfect condition with sev-
eral severe cracks. The pipe was also not perfectly round,
causing the camera to become temporarily stuck in the
line.

Rather than risk the remote control camera getting stuck
in someone’s backyard, it was decided to remove it and in-
spect the line with the push-cam at a later date.
