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SECTION I.  INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS: 
 
All bids are subject to the provisions and requirements of the Oregon Revised Statutes, the Attorney General's Model Public 
Contract Rules and the Administrative Rules of the Department of Administrative Services. Any additional Instructions to 
Bidders contained within the City of Baker City Standard Conditions for Public Improvement Contracts are incorporated into 
and made a part of this Section by this reference.  

 
1. BIDDERS NOTE: 
 
 (A) It is the responsibility of all proposed Bidders to obtain bid document(s) and any addendum(s) issued. COBC shall not be responsible for failure 
of Bidders to obtain any issued addendum(s). 
 
(B) Bidders who obtain bid documents from Plan Centers will not be shown on COBC’s Plan Holders List. COBC shall not be responsible for Bidders 
not shown on the Plan Holders List. 
 
(C) Proposals may be rejected for failure to follow instructions contained in the bid documents or any issued addendum(s). 
 
(D) ORS 279C.505(2) requires that all public improvement contracts contain a provision requiring contractors to demonstrate that an employee 
drug-testing program is in place. Bidder is therefore required to certify that Bidder has an employee drug-testing program in place that applies to all 
employees and will maintain a drug-testing program at all times during the performance of the Contract awarded. Failure to maintain a program shall 
constitute a material breach of Contract.

3. APPLICABLE STANDARD CONDITIONS: The Standard Conditions which apply to the work on this project are found in the latest edition of the 
City of Baker City Standard Conditions for Public Improvement Contracts. The Bidder shall obtain and become acquainted with the applicable 
provisions of these Standard Conditions 
 
4. PROTEST OF SPECIFICATIONS OR CONTRACT TERMS: A Bidder who believes bid specifications are unnecessarily restrictive or limit 
competition may submit a protest, in writing, to COBC. To be considered, protests shall be received at least five (5) calendar days before the closing 
date.

6. SIGNATURE ON BID: Bids shall be signed, in ink, by an authorized representative of the Bidder. Signature on a bid certifies that the bid is made 
without connection with any person, firm or corporation making a bid for the same goods and/or services and is in all respects fair and made without 
collusion or fraud. Signature on a bid also certifies that the Bidder has read, fully understands and agrees with all bid specifications, terms and conditions. 
No consideration will be given to any claim resulting from submission of proposal without fully comprehending all requirements of the Invitation to Bid.

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7. BID WITHDRAWALS: No Bidder may withdraw a bid after the hour set for closing unless award is delayed for a period exceeding thirty (30) 
days. 
 
8. BID OPENING: Bids received in response to this Invitation to Bid shall be publicly opened on September 20, 2022, at 2:00 p.m., at COBC, City 
Hall, 1655 First Street, Baker City, Oregon 97814-0650 (unless otherwise specified). Bidders who attend the opening shall be informed only of the 
names of Bidders submitting bids and the total bid price. No other information shall be available at that time. Award decisions will NOT be made at 
the opening. 
 
9. INVESTIGATION OF REFERENCES: COBC reserves the right to investigate the references and the past performance of any Bidder with 
respect to its successful performance of similar services, compliance with specifications and contractual obligations, and its lawful payment of 
suppliers, subcontractors, and workers. COBC may postpone the award or execution of the contract after the announcement of the apparent 
successful Bidder in order to complete its investigation. COBC reserves the right to reject any proposal or to reject all proposals at any time prior to 
COBC’s execution of contract, upon good cause and upon COBC finding that it is in the public interest. 
 
10. INTENT TO AWARD NOTICE: Pursuant to OAR 137-049-0395, COBC reserves the right to announce the Intent to Award prior to the formal contract 
award by faxing or mailing the Tabulation Sheet to all Bidders. This shall serve as a notice to all bidders of COBC’s intent to make the award to the lowest 
responsible and responsive bidder(s). Bidders shall have five (5) business days within which they can view the bid file(s) by appointment or request any 
clarifications, etc. concerning the award(s). After the expiration of this five (5) day period, COBC shall proceed with the formal award of the contract(s). If 
it is determined by COBC that there are no Bidders that could be grieved by the award of this solicitation, COBC reserves the right to waive or shorten 
the protest period and to proceed with award. 
 
11. PROTEST OF AWARD: Bidders shall have five (5) business days, after COBC announces their intent to award, within which to file a written 
protest.  OAR 137-049-0450 provides that the protest must specify the grounds upon which the protest is based.  COBC will not accept protests 
submitted more than five (5) business days after the intent to award notice.  After expiration of the five (5) day period and resolution of all protests, 
COBC will proceed with final award. 
 
12. PRIOR ACCEPTANCE OF DEFECTIVE PROPOSALS: Due to limited resources, COBC generally will not completely review or analyze any 
proposal which on its face fails to comply with the requirements of the bid documents or which clearly is not the best bid, nor will COBC generally 
investigate the references or qualifications of those who submit such proposals. Therefore, neither the release of a Bidder’s bond, the return of a bid, 
nor acknowledgment that the selection is complete shall operate as a representation by COBC that a proposal was complete, sufficient, or lawful in 
any respect. 
 
13. COMMENCEMENT OF WORK: Contractor shall commence no work under this contract until all certificates of insurance, as required in Section 
III, have been provided and a Notice to Proceed has been issued by COBC. 

 
14. PROJECT WORK SCHEDULE Contractor shall submit proposed project work schedule to COBC with their proposal. It is expected that the 
work included in the 2022-2023 CURED IN PLACE PIPE REHABILITATION PROJECT will be completed within thirty (30) calendar days from the 
date of commencement. All work must be completed prior to June 15, 2023. 
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SECTION II.  SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 
Any additional terms and conditions contained within the City of Baker City Standard Conditions for Public Improvement 
Contracts are incorporated into and made a part of this section by this reference. It is the responsibility of the Bidder to be 
familiar with all terms and conditions contained within both documents.  
 
1. DEFINITIONS: "COBC" means the City of Baker City. 
 
2. HEADINGS: The section headings in this Contract are included for convenience only; they do not give full notice of any portion of the terms of 
this Contract and are not relevant to the interpretation of any provision of this Contract. 
 
3. BIDDER CERTIFICATIONS: (A) Bidder certifies that this proposal has been arrived at independently and has been submitted without any 
collusion designed to limit independent proposing or competition. 
 
(B) Bidder certifies compliance with State of Oregon statutory requirements governing registration of corporations and/or assumed business names. 
 
4. DISCLOSURE OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST: All Bidders shall disclose, on the Invitation to Bid, any relationship to the manager or person in 
charge of evaluating the contract performance. Failure to disclose such information may be grounds for termination of the contract. 
 
5. PREVAILING WAGE: If the bid amount exceeds $50,000, the prevailing wage requirements as listed in the City of Baker City Standard 
Conditions for Public Improvement Contracts shall apply. 
 
6. INSURANCE/BONDING REQUIREMENTS: The apparent low Bidder shall provide all required proof of insurance and bonding (if required) to 
COBC, within ten (10) calendar days of notification of Intent to Award. Failure to present the required documents within ten (10) calendar days may 
be grounds for rejection 
 
7. PROPOSAL SECURITY: Each proposal shall be accompanied by a certified or cashier's check, savings and loan secured check or bond payable 
to the City of Baker City in an amount equal to ten percent (10%) of the total amount of the proposal. If proposal security is in the form of a bond, 
Bidders shall use the City of Baker City Bond form provided as an attachment to this bid. 
 
The Bidder further agrees that the certified check, cashier's check, savings and loan secured check or bond payable to the City of Baker City, 
accompanying this proposal, is furnished as security to COBC; that the amount thereof is the measure of liquidated damages which the City will 
sustain by the failure of the undersigned to execute and deliver the above-named agreement and performance security; and that if the undersigned 
defaults in executing that agreement within ten (10) days of written notification of the award of the contract or in the furnishing of the performance 
security, then the check or bond shall become property of the City of Baker City; but if this proposal is not accepted within thirty days of the time set 
for submission of the bids or if the undersigned executes and delivers said contract and bond, the bond or the amount of the check shall be returned. 
 
8. SUBSTITUTE APPROVAL: It shall be expected that suppliers shall furnish product(s) conforming in all respects with the specifications.  When 
a brand or trade name is used it shall be implied that the words “or approved equal” follow such name, designation, or description. The determination 
of acceptable substitutes shall be the sole province of COBC and substitutes shall not be ordered or furnished unless approved. All substitutes are 
subject to pre-bid approval. Request for approval must be received by COBC no later than September 25, 2019, at the address listed for bid 
submission in the invitation to bid. COBC will respond to the substitution request by September 30, 2019.  The Bidder’s request shall include the 
manufacturer’s name, model, and brand of the item to be bid if different than listed in the specification and provide manufacturer’s documents and 
specifications for proposed substitute.  
 
9. PERFORMANCE/PAYMENT BOND: The successful Bidder will be required to furnish a performance/payment bond (COBC issued 
Performance/Payment Bond Form) in the total amount (100%) of the awarded contract, executed in favor of the City of Baker City, to insure faithful 
performance as specified in the contract awarded. 
 
COBC issued performance bond form includes payment of prevailing wage to all workers and payment to suppliers and sub-contractors. This is the 
performance/payment bond form approved for this project. 
 
10. METHOD OF AWARD: Award shall be made to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder for the total of the items selected for award. COBC 
reserves the right to withdraw any item(s) from award consideration if it is in the best interest of the City. 
 
11. CONTRACT PROVISIONS BINDING: The provisions of this contract shall be binding and shall supersede those of any other document 
concerning transactions conducted under this contract between CONTRACTOR and the CITY. 
 
12. AMENDMENTS: The terms of this contract shall not be waived, altered, modified, supplemented or amended in any manner whatsoever without 
prior written approval of COBC. 
 
13.  FUNDS AVAILABLE AND AUTHORIZED:  COBC reasonably believes at the time of entering into this Contract that sufficient funds are or will be 
available and authorized for expenditure to finance the cost of this Contract within COBC’s appropriation or limitation. Contractor understands and 
agrees that, to the extent that sufficient funds are not available and authorized for expenditure to finance the cost of this Contract, COBC’s payment 
of amounts under this Contract attributable to services performed after the last day of the current budget is contingent on COBC receiving from the 
Baker City Council appropriations, limitations or other expenditure authority sufficient to allow COBC, in the exercise of its reasonable administrative 
discretion, to continue to make payments under this Contract.” 
 
14. RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGES / HOLD HARMLESS: Contractor shall be responsible for all damage to property, injury to persons, and loss, 
expense, inconvenience, and delay that may be caused by, or result from, the carrying out of the Work to be done under this Contract, or from any 
act, omission or neglect of the Contractor, his subcontractors, personnel, or agents, and the Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless 
COBC against any claims arising from said damage, injury, loss or expense. 
 
15. HAZARD COMMUNICATION: Products which contain hazardous chemicals, as defined by Oregon Administrative Rules Chapter 437, must be 
labeled, tagged or marked with the following information: 
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(A) Identity of the hazardous chemical(s). 
 
(B) Appropriate hazard warning; and name and address of the chemical manufacturer, importer or other responsible party. 
 
Upon request, Contractor shall provide a Material Safety Data Sheet, as required by CHAPTER 437-002-360 (35), 29 CFR 1910.1200, for any item 
included in this contract which contains hazardous chemicals.

16. CONTACT PERSON: Contractor shall designate one or more person(s) responsible for Contractor’s work under this contract. Contractor shall 
provide to COBC the names, addresses and telephone numbers of such person(s) and shall keep this information current at all times. Should contact 
with such person(s) require long-distance calls, COBC reserves the right to call collect. 
 
17. NONDISCRIMINATION: Contractor shall comply with all applicable requirements of federal and state civil rights and rehabilitation statutes, rules 
and regulations. 
 
18. AWARD TO FOREIGN CONTRACTOR: If the amount of this contract exceeds $10,000 and if Contractor is not domiciled in or registered to do 
business in the State of Oregon, Contractor shall promptly provide to the Oregon Department of Revenue and the Secretary of State Corporation Division 
all information required by those agencies relative to this contract. COBC shall withhold final payment under this contract until Contractor has met this 
requirement. 
 
19. GOVERNING LAW; VENUE; CONSENT TO JURISDICTION: This contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the 
State of Oregon, without regard to principles of conflicts of law. Any claim, action, suit, or proceeding (collectively “the claim”) between City of Baker City 
and Contractor that arises from or relates to this contract shall be brought and conducted solely and exclusively within the Circuit Court of Baker County 
for the State of Oregon. Provided, however, if the claim must be brought in a federal forum, then it shall be brought and conducted solely and exclusively 
within the United States District Court for the District of Oregon. CONTRACTOR, BY EXECUTION OF THIS CONTRACT, HEREBY CONSENTS TO 
THE IN PERSONAM JURISDICTION OF SAID COURTS. 
 
20. SECURITY OF DOCUMENTS AND PROPERTY: All COBC property, materials and documents and all personal property of COBC employees 
are to be left undisturbed and are not to be handled, read or otherwise used by Contractor or Contractor’s employees, except as directed by COBC.  
Contractor shall consider all documents confidential.  Any disclosure of confidential information or removal of COBC property by Contractor or 
Contractor’s employees shall be cause for immediate contract cancellation. Any liability, including but not limited to, attorney fees, arising from any 
action or suit brought against COBC because of Contractor’s willful or negligent release of information, documents or property shall be borne by 
Contractor. 
 
21. SILENCE OF SPECIFICATION: The apparent silence of this specification and supplemental specification as to any detailed description concerning 
any point, shall be regarded as meaning that only the best commercial practice is to prevail and that only materials and workmanship of first quality are 
to be used. 
 
22.  CONTRACT TIME TO COMPLETE WORK: The time for completion of the work is an essential condition of this Proposal, and the work shall be 
completed no later than the completion date listed in this bid document. It shall be understood and agreed, by and between the Contractor and COBC, 
that the contract time for the completion of the work described herein is a reasonable time, taking into consideration the average climate and economic 
conditions and other factors prevailing in the locality of the work.  The Contractor will proceed with the work at such rate of progress to ensure that the 
work is completed within the contract.   
 
23. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES FOR FAILURE TO COMPLETE ON TIME: Failure to complete the project by the specified time may result in damage to 
COBC.  Since actual damage may be difficult to determine, it is agreed that the Contractor shall pay to COBC, not as a penalty but as liquidated damages, 
$500 per day for each day elapsed in excess of the completion date.  The total liquidated damages may be deducted from final money due the Contractor. 
 
24. HOURS OF LABOR No person shall be employed in connection with this contract for more than eight (8) hours in any one day, or forty (40) hours 
in any one week except in case of necessity, emergency, or where the public policy absolutely requires it, and in such cases, the laborer shall be paid at 
least time-and-a-half pay for all overtime in excess of eight (8) hours a day, and for work performed on Saturday and on any legal holiday specified in 
ORS 279C.520 and 279C.540.  This section shall not apply if the Contractor or Subcontractor is a party to a collective bargaining agreement in effect with 
any labor organization. 
 
25. SUPERINTENDENCE: The Contractor shall keep on the work site, during work progress, a competent superintendent and necessary assistants, all 
satisfactory to the Engineer. The contractor shall give efficient supervision to the work, using his/her best skill and attention.  The superintendent shall not 
be changed except by consent of the Engineer, unless the superintendent proves to be unsatisfactory to the Contractor and ceases to be in his/her 
employ. 
    
26. NOTIFICATION OF EXCAVATION: Before commencing any excavation, the Contractor shall provide notice of scheduled commencement of 
excavation to all public utilities.  Notification may be made through the one-call notification centers or by contacting the utilities directly.

This notice must be communicated to said utilities not less than 2 business days or more than ten (10) business days before the scheduled date for 
commencement of excavation. 
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27. DANGER SIGNALS, SAFETY DEVICES: The Contractor shall take all necessary precautions to guard against damages to property and injury to 
persons. He/she shall put up and maintain in good condition, sufficient flashing warning lights at night, suitable barricades and other devices necessary 
to protect the public. In case the Contractor fails or neglects to take such precautions, COBC may have such lights and barricades installed and charge 
the cost of this work to the Contractor.  Such action by COBC does not relieve the Contractor of any liability incurred under these specification or contract.  
Every effort will be made to assure that the work done under this Contract causes the minimum inconvenience to the public. 
 
28. WORK PROCEDURE: The Contractor shall complete each phase of the work as the job progresses.  Construction shall not begin in a new area 
until all work in the area under construction is completed unless approved by the Engineer.  The Contractor shall keep the public right-of-way open and 
maintain access to those areas as required by the Contract and the Engineer.   
 
29. KEEPING THE ENGINEER INFORMED:  The Contractor shall at all times keep the Engineer informed of his/her work plans as the job progresses.  
Failure of compliance will be cause for the Engineer to stop construction until a work schedule has been submitted. 
  
30. INSPECTION:  An inspector assigned by the Engineer will check the work periodically for compliance to these specifications.  Any work found not 
meeting these specifications or deviating from the lines and grades shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor at his/her expense upon oral 
notification by the Inspector, or if desired by the Contractor, upon written notification by the Engineer. Failure of the Contractor to correct any rejected 
work will be cause for COBC to refuse future payments.  Inspection of the work by the Inspector or Engineer does not relieve the Contractor of responsibility 
for the work. 
 
31. LINES AND GRADES: Lines and grades shall be furnished by the Contractor unless otherwise stated. 
 
32. INDEMNITY: The Contractor shall indemnify and save harmless COBC from and against all losses and all claims, demands, payments, suits, 
actions, recoveries, and judgments of every nature and description made, brought or recovered against COBC by reason of any act or omission of the 
Contractor, his/her agents, or employees, in the execution of the work or in guarding the same. 
 
33. CLEANING UP: The Contractor shall, as directed by the Engineer, remove from COBC’s property and from all Public and Private property at his/her 
own expense, all temporary structures, rubbish and waste materials resulting from his/her operations. 
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SECTION III.  INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS 
 
The following are the minimum insurance requirements for this contract. These requirements supersede those contained in 
the City of Baker City Standard Conditions for Public Improvement Contracts. 
 
The apparent low Bidder shall provide all required proof of insurance and bonding (if required) to COBC within ten (10) 
calendar days of notification of Intent to Award. Failure to present the required documents within ten (10) calendar days may 
be grounds for proposal rejection. 
 
 
1. COMPREHENSIVE/COMMERCIAL GENERAL LIABILITY: Contractor shall obtain, at Contractor’s expense, and keep in effect 
during the term of this Contract, Comprehensive/Commercial General Liability Insurance covering bodily injury and property damage in 
a form and with coverages that are satisfactory to COBC. This insurance shall include personal injury liability, products and completed 
operations, and contractual liability coverage for the indemnity provided under this Contract and is made on an occurrence basis. 
Combined single limit per occurrence shall not be less than $1,000,000 for each job site or location. Each annual aggregate limit shall 
not be less than $1,000,000. 
 
2. AUTOMOBILE LIABILITY: Contractor shall obtain, at Contractor’s expense, and keep in effect during the term of this Contract, 
Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, non-owned or hired vehicles. This coverage may be written in combination with the 
Comprehensive or Commercial General Liability Insurance. Combined single limit per occurrence shall not be less than $1,000,000. 
 
3. WORKERS’ COMPENSATION: All employers, including Contractor, that employ subject workers who work under this Contract in 
the State of Oregon shall comply with ORS 656.017 and provide the required Workers’ Compensation coverage, unless such employers 
are exempt under ORS 656.126. Contractor shall ensure that each of its subcontractors complies with these requirements. 
 
4. ADDITIONAL INSURED: The insurance coverages, except Workers’ Compensation, required for performance of the Contract shall 
include the City of Baker City, and its divisions, officers and employees as Additional Insureds but only with respect to the Contractor’s 
activities to be performed under this Contract.

PART I - GENERAL 
1.01 THE REQUIREMENT 

A. This Specification Covers the work necessary to furnish and install complete, the cured-in- place pipe (CIPP). 
The CONTRACTOR shall provide all materials, labor, equipment, and services necessary for bypass pumping 
and/or diversion of sewage flows, cleaning and television inspection of sewers to be lined, liner installation, 
reconnection of service connections, and final television inspection and testing of lined pipe system. 

1.02 REFERENCE SPECIFICATIONS, CODES, AND STANDARDS 

A. The following references are part of this Specification, in case of conflict between the requirements of this 
Specification and those of the listed documents, the requirements of this Specification shall prevail.

A. The CONTRACTOR shall provide submittals on all lining materials and resins, and shall furnish manufacturer 
certification that the liner materials are in compliance with the specifications, codes, and standards referenced 
herein. The submittals shall include details of all component materials and construction details including 
complete manufacturers recommendations for storage procedures and temperature control, handling and 
inserting the liner, curing details, service connection methods, and trimming and finishing.  The CONTRACTOR 
shall also provide manufacturer’s certification, field measurements and pipe sizing calculations, which 
demonstrate that the liner has been properly undersized to avoid the creation of wrinkles or folds.

10 working days prior to the work. The CONTRACTOR shall notify the ENGINEER 24 hours prior to 
commencing with the bypass pumping operation. The CONTACTOR'S plan for bypass pumping shall be 
satisfactory to the ENGINEER before the CONTRACTOR shall be allowed to commence bypass pumping. 

C. The CONTRACTOR shall submit shop drawings that identify the liner insertion and bypass pumping locations 
and methods with sufficient detail to assure that the work can be accomplished without sewage spill. The 
bypass-pumping plan shall include an emergency response plan to be followed in the event of a failure of the 
bypass pumping system. 

D. The CONTRACTOR shall submit the resin manufacturer's healing requirements.  Additionally, the 
CONTRACTOR shall conceptually discuss with the ENGINEER the general curing guidelines. 

1.04 QUALITY ASSURANCE. 

A. The finished liner shall be continuous over the entire length of an insertion run between two manholes or access 
points and shall be free from visual defects such as foreign inclusions, dry spots, pinholes, and delamination. 

B. Wrinkles in the finished liner pipe that cause a backwater of one (1) inch or more or reduce the hydraulic 
capacity of the pipe are unacceptable and shall be removed and repaired by the CONTRACTOR at the 
CONTRACTOR'S expense. The CONTRACTOR shall remove a section of pipe, if so directed by the 
ENGINEER, to determine if a void between the wrinkle and pipe wall exists. If so proven that a void does exist, 
the CONTRACTOR shall repair and replace that section of pipe at the CONTRACTOR'S expense. If a void 
does not exist, the CONTRACTOR shall repair and replace that section of pipe at the OWNER'S expense. 
Methods of repair shall be proposed by the CONTRACTOR and submitted to the ENGINEER for review. 
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1.05 WARRANTY 

A. The CONTRACTOR shall provide a warranty to be in force and effect for a period of one year from the date of 
final acceptance. The warranty shall cause the CONTRACTOR to repair or replace the liner should failure result 
from faulty materials or installation. 

 

PART 2- PRODUCTS 
2.01 MATERIALS 

A. Liner Tube: 

1. The liner tube shall consist of one or more layers of flexible needled felt or an equivalent woven and/or non-
woven material capable of carrying resin, withstanding installation pressures and curing temperatures, and 
is compatible with the resin system used. The liner shall be fabricated to a size that, when installed, will fit 
the internal circumference of the existing pipe without any space between the liner and existing pipe wall.  

2. The resin used shall be compatible with the rehabilitation process, shall be able to cure in the presence or 
absence of water and the initiation temperature for cure shall be as recommended by the resin manufacturer 
and reviewed by the ENGINEER. 

3. The liner shall be fabricated from materials which when cured, will be chemically resistant to withstand 
internal exposure to sewage gases containing quantities of hydrogen sulfide, carbon monoxide, methane, 
petroleum hydrocarbons, saturation with moisture, diluted sulfuric acid, and other chemical reagents 
determined by the ENGINEER. 

4. The minimum tube length shall be that deemed necessary by the CONTRACTOR to effectively span the 
distance from the inlet to the outlet of the respective manholes, or access points, unless otherwise specified. 
The CONTRACTOR shall verify the lengths in the field before impregnation of the tube with resin. Individual 
insertion runs may be made over one or more manhole sections as determined in the field by the 
CONTRACTOR and reviewed by the ENGINEER. 

Prior to insertion, the liner shall be free of all visible tears, holes, cuts, foreign materials, and other defects. 

Prior to insertion, the CONTRACTOR shall provide data on the maximum allowable stresses and elongation 
of the tube. The exterior of the manufactured tube shall be marked along its length at regular intervals not 
to exceed five feet. These marks shall be used as a gauge to measure elongation during insertion. Should 
the overall elongation of a reach exceed five percent (5%) the liner tube shall be rejected and replaced. 

B. Resin: 

1. Unless otherwise specified, provide a general purpose, unsaturated, thermosetting, polyester, vinylester, 
or epoxy resin able to cure in the presence or absence of water, and a catalyst system compatible with the 
insertion process. 

2. Resin-shall not be subjected to ultraviolet light and shall form no excessive bubbling or wrinkling during 
lining. 

C. Design Life:  The manufacturer’s design life for the products installed shall be no less than 50 years, or as 
approved by COBC. 

2.02 PHYSICAL PROPERTIES 

A. The ClPP system shall conform to and comply with the minimum standards listed below.

B. The liner thicknesses are based on a pipe ovality of percent and the resin's physical properties shown in Section 

2.02.A. If the CONTRACTOR uses resins having different physical properties, the CONTRACTOR shall submit 
detailed calculations of the proposed liner thickness for review by the ENGINEER.

PART 3 - EXECUTION 
3.01 PREPARATION 

A. Bypass Pumping 

1. The CONTRACTOR shall provide bypass pumping and/or diversion when required for acceptable 
completion of the liner installation. Bypass pumping shall consist of furnishing, installing, and maintaining 
all power, primary and standby pumps, appurtenances and bypass piping required to maintain existing 
flows and services. 

B. Point Repairs. 

1. It shall be the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to clear the line of obstructions such as solids, offset 
joints, protruding service connections, collapsed pipe or mortar that will cause more than a one-inch (1”) 
deflection in the liner or prevent liner insertion. If inspection reveals an obstruction that cannot be removed 
by conventional sewer cleaning equipment or by remotely performed point repair methods acceptable to 
the ENGINEER, then the CONTRACTOR shall make a point repair excavation to uncover and remove or 
repair the obstruction. Before any point repair excavation is pursued, the CONTRACTOR shall give the 
ENGINEER three (3) working days notice. Point repair excavation shall proceed only with the ENGINEER'S 
written authorization. Protruding laterals shall be removed either internally with a hydro-jet cutter or by 
external point repair.  

C. Grouting of Severe Defects.  

1. It shall be the responsibility of the CONTRACTOR to grout severe open joints and cracks in the pipeline. 
The CONTRACTOR shall be required to grout all open joints and cracks that in the CONTRACTOR'S 
opinion will impede the specified performance of the liner except that all open joints greater than one (1) 
inch shall be grouted irrespective of the CONTRACTOR'S assessment. The CONTRACTOR shall submit 
a list of areas proposed for grouting to the ENGINEER for approval prior to work being completed.  

D. Manholes. 

1. The CONTRACTOR shall protect the manholes to withstand forces generated by equipment, water or air 
pressure used while inserting the tube. 
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3.02 INSTALLATION 

A. Resin Impregnation. 

1. The uncured resin in the original containers and the unimpregnated fiber-felt tube shall be impregnated by 
vacuum or other means prior to installation. The materials and wet-out procedure shall be subject to 
inspection by the ENGINEER. A resin and catalyst system that is compatible with the requirements of the 
method shall be used.  

2. The impregnated liner bag shall be transported to and stored at the site in such a manner that it will not be 
damaged, exposed to direct sunlight, or result in any public safety hazard. The impregnated liner bag shall 
be kept cool during shipment and storage. All materials shall be subject to inspection and review prior to 
installation. 

B. Liner Installation. 

1. The impregnated tube shall be inserted through an existing manhole or other access approved by the 
ENGINEER by means of the installation process. The application of hydrostatic head, compressed air, or 
other means shall fully extend the liner to the next designated manhole or termination point and inflate and 
firmly adhere the liner to the pipe wall. 

2. The liner shall be installed at a rate less than 10 feet per minute at all times.  

C. Curing. 

1. After placement is complete, suitable heat source and distribution equipment shall be provided. The 
equipment shall be capable of circulating hot water, air, and/or steam throughout the section by means of 
a pre-strung hose, which has been perforated in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations or 
other methods acceptable by the ENGINEER to raise the temperature uniformly above the temperature 
required to affect a resin cure. This temperature shall be determined by the manufacturer based on the 
resin/catalyst system employed. 

2. The heat source piping shall be fitted with continuous monitoring thermocouples to gauge the temperature 
of the incoming and outgoing water, steam, and/or air supply. Water, steam, or air temperature during the 
cure period shall meet the requirements of the resin manufacturer as measured at the heat source inflow 
and outflow return lines. 

At-the direction of the ENGINEER, the CONTRACTOR shall provide standby equipment to maintain the 
heat source supply. An additional continuous monitoring thermocouple shall be placed between the 
impregnated felt tube and the pipe invert at the remote manhole and at a point midway between the 
upstream and downstream manholes to determine the temperature during the cure. The temperature during 
the cure shall not be less than 130 degrees Fahrenheit at the boundary between the pipe wall and the liner 
unless otherwise directed by the ENGINEER because of the resin system used.  

3. The initial cure shall be deemed complete when inspection of the exposed portions of the liner appears 
hard and sound and the remote temperature sensors indicate that an exotherm has occurred, The cure 
period shall be of duration recommended by the resin manufacturer during which time the recirculation of 
the water, steam, and/or air and cycling of the heat exchanger continuously maintain the required 
temperature. 

4. Temperature shall be maintained during the curing period as recommended by the resin manufacturer, and 
shall follow the healing schedule supplied by the manufacturer and reviewed by the ENGINEER. 

D. Cool Down. 

1. The hardened liner shall be cooled to a temperature below 100 degrees Fahrenheit before relieving the 
static head or pressure in the lined pipe and returning normal flow back into the system. The cool down 
may be accomplished by introducing cool water or air into the lined pipe. Care shall be taken in the release 
of the static head or pressure so that a vacuum will not develop which could damage the newly installed 
liner.  

2. If the liner fails to make a tight seal at the manhole walls, a seal consisting of a resin mixture compatible 
with the liner/resin system shall be applied in accordance with manufacturer specifications and approved 
by the ENGINEER. 
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3.03 SERVICE LINE RECONNECTION 

A. The CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for reconnecting service connections to the lined pipe. Reconnections 
of service connections shall be completed by one of the following methods: 

1. Internally reconnected by using a pivot-head CCTV camera and a remote cutting tool to locate the service 
connections from inside the lined pipe, cutting a hole matching the service connection diameter. 

CONTRACTOR shall provide a nearly full-diameter hole, free, from burrs or projections and with a smooth 
and crack-free edge. The hole shall be 95 percent minimum and 100 percent maximum of the original 
service connection diameter. The invert of the service connection shall match the bottom of the reinstated 
service opening. 

2. By excavating by hand and/or mechanical equipment to the location of the service connections tie-in, cutting 
the existing pipe and liner material, and installing a saddle acceptable to the ENGINEER. The excavation 
process shall be completed by mechanical means or by hand digging as required. 

3. Other remote methods as approved by the ENGINEER. 

B. An estimate of the number of service connections to be reconnected by the CONTRACTOR is provided in the 
bid schedule. 

3.04 TESTING 

A. Material Testing. 

1. All material testing shall-be performed by a registered independent, third-party laboratory. 

2. The CONTRACTOR shall provide certified test results of the short-term properties of the cured lining 
material from the actual installed liner at a minimum of one location per each liner insertion setup. 

3. The cured liner shall be sampled and tested for flexural strength and flexural modulus (short term). Flexural 
strength and modulus shall be tested in accordance with the requirements of ASTM 0790. The liner shall 
be in compliance with the physical properties stated under Section 2.02 of this specification. A certificate of 
compliance shall be provided for long-term flexural modulus.  

4. Corrosion resistance requirements shall be as stated in ASTM F1 216, Section X2, Chemical Resistance 
Tests. 

5. Delamination testing shall be in accordance with ASTM F121 6, Section 8.4 if required by the ENGINEER. 

B. Field Testing. 

1. Test line for exfiltration in accordance with ASTM F1216, Section 8.2 prior to service line reconnections. 
Testing shall exclude maximum pressure limitation (4.3 psi) at lowest end. Leakage testing shall be 
performed after all dry and non-bondable hoses and tubes are completely removed from the pipe.  

2. After completion of all liner insertions, service reconnections, and finish work at the manholes the sewer 
shall be televised with a color CCTV tilt-head camera recorded in VHS or DVD format. The original recording 
shall be provided to the ENGINEER. 

 
PART 4 - PAYMENT 

4.01 CURED-IN-PLACE PIPE 

A. Payment will be made for the actual length of cured-in-place pipe installed. The length shall be measured from 
centerline of manhole to centerline of manhole. The unit price per linear foot installed shall include all materials, 
labor, equipment and supplies necessary for the complete liner installation, CCTV inspections and re-
inspections, video tapes, point repairs, trimming of intruding laterals, flow diversion, sealing at manholes, 
testing, and cleaning and restorations.   

4.02 EXCAVATED POINT REPAIRS 

A. Payment will be made for the actual number of excavated point repairs completed. The unit price per excavated 
point repair shall include all materials, labor, equipment, and supplies necessary to complete the work as 
necessary. Payment for excavated point repairs will be administered through issuance of a charge order in 
connection with the work. 

4.03 GROUTING OF SEVERE DEFECTS 
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A. Payment will be made for the actual number of grouting areas completed. The unit price per grouting area shall 
include all materials, labor, equipment, and supplies necessary to complete the work as necessary. Payment 
for grouting of severe defects will be administered through issuance of a charge order in connection with the 
work. 

4.04 SERVICE LINE RECONNECTIONS 

A. Internal Cutting or Other Remote Methods. Payment will be made for the actual number of needed service lines 
reconnected by internal cutting or other remote methods. The unit price per service line connected shall include 
all materials, labor, equipment and supplies necessary to complete the work as specified.  

B. Point Excavation. Payment will be made for the actual number of needed service lines reconnected by point 
excavation. The unit price per service line connected shall include all materials, labor, equipment and supplies 
necessary to complete the work as specified. 
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
